‘Mor’ (viua) is a semi-formal word, meaning ‘(a) doctor’. ‘Mor fan’ (vina#u)
basically means “(a) dentist’ (literally a ‘teeth doctor’). ‘Mor dek’ (vuaLin)
basically means ‘(a) pediatrician’ (literally a ‘children doctor’).

‘Pee’ (i) basically means ‘(a) spirit or ghost’ however ‘Mor pee’ means ‘(a)

shaman’. ‘Mor ngoo’ (viney) basically means ‘(a) snake charmer’. ‘Mor nuat
means ‘(a) masseuse’.
